In this context, a definition of the above terms is as follows:

Slight harm:
Outbreak of Fire unlikely to result in serious injury or death or any occupant (other than an occupant sleeping in a room in which a Fire occurs).

Moderate harm:
Outbreak of Fire could result in injury of one or more occupants, but it is unlikely to involve multiple fatalities.

Extreme harm:
Significant potential for serious injury or death of one or more occupants.
Accordingly, it is considered that the risk to life from Fire at the premises is:

The Assessed level of risk will then determine the contents of the Fire Safety Management Plan,
which is included within the Five Part Package.

The  risk based Fire Actions, and Fire Safety Management Plan should involve effort and urgency that is proportional to risk. 
EXAMPLE
Risk Level 



Action and timescale
Trivial


No action is required and no detailed records need be kept.

Tolerable
No major additional controls required.  However, there may be a need for consideration of improvements that involve minor or limited cost.

Moderate
It is essential that efforts are made to reduce the risk.  Risk reduction measures should be implemented within a defined time period.


Where moderate risk is associated with consequences that constitute extreme harm, further assessment may be required to establish more precisely the likelihood of harm as a basis for determining the priority for improved control measures.

Substantial
Considerable resources may have to be allocated to reduce the risk.  If the building is unoccupied, it should not be occupied until the risk has been reduced.  If the building is occupied, urgent action should be taken.

Intolerable
Building (or relevant area) should not be occupied until the risk is reduced.
REVIEW
Once the premises is assessed, the Fire Risk Assessment should be reviewed in accordance with the following;
                   The Fire Risk Assessment is a continuous, live process and must be monitored and audited, reviewed and revised with any structural and material changes to the premises/building, the usage of, and any changes to processes carried out, the introduction of additional Ignition sources and increased Fire loading. 
The Fire Risk Assessment should be reviewed with any significant changes to staff and occupancy, and following any “near miss” or incidence of Fire. 

Any change could lead to new hazards and risks needing to be considered. 

Not withstanding, The Fire Risk Assessment should be programmed for review at intervals not exceeding 12 twelve months.

LONDON FIRE RISK ASSESSMENTS have strived to make all documentation self explanatory and easy to understand, where this has proved difficult explanatory notes and notations are included.
It should be stressed that the supplied documentation is intended for use in simple, small, familiar premises to compile a; 
Life Safety, Fire Risk Assessment, Fire Emergency, Fire Safety Management Plan, and 
Fire Safety Policy. 
The Five Part Package and Process should enable the information to be compiled into a form where it can be audited, assigned and activated upon, in an easily readable form which can also be used for co-ordination and co-operation purposes as well as Training.

LONDON FIRE RISK ASSESSMENTS can also supply specific Checklists to enable the 
Responsible Person to exhibit a level of Fire Safety and prove compliance with legislation, in situations where a recorded Fire Risk Assessment is not normally required.  

This includes areas within multiple occupancies utilised by Self Employed Persons such as an Office/area within Legal Chambers, a Treatment room in a Holistic Practice.

Live/Work units, the converted Spare room-Office, the commercial part of an otherwise Residential Property.

Or, separate, specified areas utilised solely as a Workplace, the adjoining Garage, the purpose built workshop extension, the Old Stables or the new Log Cabin in the garden.

Or, Premises where less than 5 persons are employed, the small Office, the corner shop, 

the Café or Kiosk.
Competency to carry out the complete Fire Risk Assessment process is an assessment in itself and if, after you have purchased the Self Assessment Package, you subsequently decide against it, the cost of the Five Part Package will be deducted from the total price of a complete Fire Risk Assessment from, LONDON FIRE RISK ASSESSMENTS should you decide to nominate us to act on your behalf at a future date.
